How Can My Parent Help Me?�

Talk: Encourage your child to listen to what others have to say without interrupting, and to talk about their interests. Engage in social chat over dinner. Ask them how their day went and listen to them. Help them with vocabulary where necessary. You can scaffold their talk by rephrasing their ideas into full sentences and getting them to say the sentence back to you.


Reading: Your child’s reading book (Rhino/Bug Club Reader) will be sent out on Wednesdays. The library books to share with your child are changed on Fridays. Please read to your child every night before bed. They will not be able to independently read their Friday books.


Sleep: Encourage good practices with regard to exercise, hygiene and sleep, which can contribute to good health.


Eating


Encourage your child to eat with a knife and fork and to sit at a table to eat.


Devices


Always put away electronic devices over dinner and try to limit screen time.  Be a good role model with mobile phones by making sure they do not monopolise attention in the household. Give your child your full attention when talking to them.
